Students are required to visit the Korean embassy or
consulate in their home country to obtain a student (D-2-6)
visa. This visa is mandatory for all non-Korean students
planning to study in Korea. The University of Suwon will send
the necessary documents confirming acceptance into the
student exchange program to your home university via EMS.
These documents are needed for your visa application. It is
each student's responsibility to contact the nearest Korean
embassy or consulate general promptly to arrange their
student visa. Please be aware that visa fees may apply.

All incoming exchange students are required to live on
campus. You will be assigned to a double-occupancy room
in the campus dormitory without the need to apply
separately.

e Dormitory rooms are furnished with bunk beds, desks,
chairs, and wardrobes, and are equipped with wireless
internet. Please note that the rooms do not include
kitchens, and cooking is not allowed.

The residency period is 15 weeks (one semester), and the
total fee is 1,150,000 KRW. This fee includes a 200,000 KRW
deposit, which will be refunded upon your departure.
